Food Service Requirements:

Six (6) Kitchen Team Leaders
Qualifications:

e Certified training to pass Health
Department inspection standards

e Organized, detail person to plan
needed services and provide
direction to Kkitten helpers

e (Good people and communication
skills

e Recruit kitchen helpers for dining
room set-up, food prep, cooking,
serving, and clean-up activities

e Purchasing of food and supplies

e Organize and oversee set-up of
dining room

e Food prep and distribution of any
leftovers

e Launder all dish cloths and dish
towels and return promptly

Kitchen Helpers

e 10-12 people per function,
depending on size of function

e Pool of 50 people needed to prevent
burn-out

e Typical duties include: setting tables
in dining room, food prep, cooking
food, serving food, clean-up of
dining room, wash and put away
dishes, pack up leftover food, empty
trash cans and sanitize all kitchen
surfaces before and after event
